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Dear Pastor / Pastoral Staff / Program Coordinators:

Below is some more information about the Food Program offered by Force Of Hope Economic Development Corporation and Angel Food Ministries to help you to reach out to your members, ministries, organizations and your communities with grocery relief.

Fact Sheet:

Force Of Hope Economic Development Corporation is in partnership with Angel Food Ministries who has fed 500,000 families in the year of 2006.   

Angel Food Ministries is a non-denominational organization, as we are and they are dedicated to providing grocery relief and financial support to communities throughout the United States. This is their 12th year working through churches and community organizations in over 33 states.   You can get more information regarding them on www.angelfoodministries.com.

 Angel Food products are not from a food bank and there are never “seconds” or “day old” type products.  One box can assist in feeding a family of four for about one week, or a single senior citizen for almost a month.  Boxes consist of both fresh and frozen items.  

Qualifications:  There is none.  You can take orders from anybody and everybody.  Think of the opportunities within your church, outreach ministries, organizations, nursing homes, apartment complexes, etc.   Family members, single parent families, senior citizens, all can benefit from this program.  Stock up your own freezers and cut your grocery bills from at least 60%. 
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Menu:   Menus changes each month.

In addition to the regular box of food ($30.00) we offer special meat boxes such as steaks, chicken and pork (no limit on purchases); however, you must order at least one regular $30.00 order to be eligible to purchase the special boxes.  All items must be ordered at the same time.

Methods of Payments:  We are only accepting cash or money orders at this time.  In the near future we will announce the acceptance of both Credit Cards and EBT Food Stamp Orders.  Stay tuned. 

How Do You Place Your Orders Through Us?
Force Of Hope EDC is the Host Site in the South Bay and Los Angeles area, and your orders and payments  (cash or money orders) will be made payable to Force Of Hope EDC and submitted to:

1) You would establish a system within your church with a designated Food Program Coordinator to collect the order forms (See sample Form A on this website) along with their money.  You can create your own just as long as you include the pertinent information, such as last order date and pick up date.

2) It is suggested to set a table out in the foyer or hall with at least 2 or 3 volunteers.  One volunteer to pass out the Family Order Form and the Menu of the month.  You can save paper my copying the two forms back to back.   The other 2 volunteers can receive the completed order forms with the money and write out a receipt for each order.

3) Before the deadline date (See the Yearly Calendar), you will mail your Final Count Summary (See Group Form B) along with the money collected (cash or money order) to my attention, Anna Weaver at the address mentioned above. 

4)  It is imperative that your Final Count Summary is received by mail on that deadline date, July 13th.  For your convenience, our office is scheduled to be open on July 14th to receive Walk-ins and you can bring everything (Form B – Group Order Form-Final Summary Count along with your money order to the address above on that date.  
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5) Distribution Date:  Saturday, July 28th (See Yearly Calendar for the rest of the year).  You should plan to arrive at 10:00 on that date at 20920 Chico Street (parking lot) to pick up your orders and return to your church/organization to distribute your orders.  

All items will be received in bulk and requires you to assembly the boxes for your members.  You should bring your Final Summary Sheet to verify your count.  Once you arrive back to your location it is suggested that you have a Setup Committee who has already completed the following tasks for you: 

1. Tables lined up with the (like) items placed in a spot.

2. Another table placed in front of the assembly table to place the box or basket, to put the food items in.

3. The box or basket will slide to each spot with the heavier or frozen items first and around to the breads, deserts, etc.

4. The completed boxes can be placed on yet another table awaiting your members’ arrival. (You should prepare no more than 20 at a time, so the frozen foods will not thaw prior to pick up.)

5. Your specialty items (meat boxes) will come in their own boxes and should be placed on yet another table or separate area.  

6. When your members do arrive, you check their receipt and then direct them to the already assembled box (regular order), if they have purchased a specialty box, they would receive that last and the receipt check again to ensure that they indeed had order a specialty box. (Every order may not include a special box.) 

7. You should have you greeters already in place with a smile pointing out the area for pickup and telling the members to get their receipts out for verification.  If they have forgotten their receipts you should be able to confirm from the original order form you’ve collected earlier. 

8. Your Courtesy Box Carrier should be ready at the Order Pick Up Table to assist carrying the box(s) to their cars.  Larger orders should have a separate group of volunteers to assist in loading.  

9. At the Pick Up Table there should also be someone else to take New Orders (the next month’s menu should be available), if your members would like to place their order that day.

Volunteers, volunteers, volunteers are needed at our location and you will need them to assist you with Order Taking and Distribution Day.  So start recruiting now.  If you have anyone that would like to assist us, please give us a call.
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The following may be your minimal requirements to start:

1) A driver of your truck (van) to pick up orders from our location (depending on how many orders you have for that month).

2) A Setup Committee (tables to assemble boxes).

3) Volunteers to check receipts and take new orders for the month.

We at Force Of Hope Economic Development Corporation are excited about this great opportunity to serve our community.  Love is expressed through words and deeds.  There are many blessings in being a good neighbor.  We look forward to working with you and expanding this excellent food ministry throughout California.
